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Just thought I might jot down some thoughts concerning the documents that Rob
provided with regards to his application to have the property in question zoned
commercial from residential. I can’t help wondering if a scene like that above won’t be
the ultimate result as a future owner may not stick to the original plan. Once it is
commercial, where to from there? This junkyard on Hwy 60 is an eyesore at the best of
times. \

33’ Tree buffer. Now that the leaves have fallen and boat storage is in full swing, a 33’
buffer offers no visibility barrier at all. For 7 months of the year all that goes on in that
area or is stored in that area will be visible to all.

No room for storage at Old Mill’s current site. If you look at all of the storage options out
there, buildings could be erected on existing property to increase the number of covered
spots by the amount that Rob proposes. A 100’ x 100’ building, 30° high can
accommodate 80 boats in racks. A 50°x125” foot building can actually accommodate 96
boats in covered storage. While more earth movement would be required this amount of
covered storage could be built on the Old Mill property, given, at slightly higher cost.
